Principles of editing and reviewing doctoral thesis

I. The formal requirements of thesis:
[bookmark: _GoBack]The length of the dissertation written in English, including figures, tables, and graphs, cannot exceed 50 pages. This does not include the bibliography. The dissertation must be submitted in printed form (Times New Roman font size 12, 1.5 line spacing, mirror size 16x23 cm, page numbered). The cover page should include the title of the dissertation, the name of the author, the designation of the PhD thesis (PhD Thesis), and the place (Szeged) and year of preparation. In addition, the name of the institute where the dissertation was prepared, the supervisor and the Doctoral School must be indicated on the inside title page. On the next page, there is a list of scientific publications which serves as the basis of the thesis, numbered with Roman numerals. The thesis must meet the requirements for scientific theses in terms of form and format. The individual parts of the thesis (Introduction, Material and Method, Results, Discussion, Summary, Bibliography) should be proportional according to the nature of the research topic. The list of publications cited in the dissertation should follow the standard citation practices of the field. Copies of all published or accepted publications that form the basis of the dissertation must be attached to the dissertation as an appendix and bound together with it. Roman numerals according to the year of publications should be written on pages separating the papers. The summary of the thesis should be 10-15 pages long, both in Hungarian and English. The thesis must be submitted in 6 copies. The thesis and short theses must be uploaded to the Repository of the University Library in PDF format (doktori.bibl.u-szeged.hu).

II. Dissertation review
The review must focus on the modernity of the topic of the thesis and evaluate the extent to which the topic advances scientific development. The reviewer should point out the new scientific results, the originality of the planning and implementation of the research. The evaluation must summarize the results achieved and show how much work the student has done to achieve them. Evaluate the accuracy and precision of the student's work, the advance of the methods used, and the soundness of the conclusions. The evaluation should describe the quality of the doctoral work and its compliance with the requirements.

III. Acceptance
Based on the above, the reviewer - without qualification - makes a proposal to the Doctoral Council whether to recommend the thesis for acceptance or not, and whether the public defense can be carried out.
