THESIS SUBMISSION GUIDE

Taking the outcome of a dialogue between the PhD/DLA students, their supervisors and the programme director into consideration, the specific topic of the dissertations shall be approved by the Doctoral School Council. The date of this approval shall not occur later than the end of the fourth examination period.
(Regulations Governing the Doctoral Training Programmes and the Awarding of the Doctoral Degree, Chapter IV. section 15.)

After a successful completion of the necessary credits, the PhD/DLA students shall obtain a completion of studies certificate. This certifies that the student has fulfilled all his doctoral training-related duties.
(Chapter IV. section 16.)

Required before uploading the dissertation to the Repository:
- fulfilment of the foreign language requirements of the Doctoral School of Pharmaceutical Sciences (English intermediate level, complex, state language examination)
- Completion of 240 credits (absolutorium)
- plagiarism screening (the thesis must be sent to the PhD Secretariat in docx format, which does not include the articles.)

Documents required to be submitted when uploading the dissertation to the Repository:
- It is not necessary to submit a physical copy of the dissertation, the candidate must upload the dissertation, and the short thesis in pdf format to the Doctoral Repository after pre-registration: https://doktori.bibl.u-szeged.hu/ The thesis must be uploaded to the Doctoral Repository without the articles attached!

- The supervisor's statement about the scientific results containing the articles on which the dissertation is based. The articles on which the thesis is based must be sent separately to the PhD Secretariat (the Doctoral School will send the articles on which the thesis is based to the opponents and committee members when they are invited to do so.)
- professional biography (maximum 0.5 – 1 page, which will be read out by the secretary of the defense committee at the candidate's PhD defense)
- Declaration of own work (You declare that your PhD dissertation is based on your own research results. The student must sign.)
[bookmark: _GoBack]- Program leader's statement (the student's dissertation meets the required formal and content aspects. Leader of the doctoral program must sign it.).
- Supervisor statement (the student's dissertation meets the required formal and content aspects. Supervisor(s) must sign it).
- Statement of the responsible author (the responsible author declares that the mentioned publications are the results of the research work of the PhD student and contributes to use them in his/her doctoral dissertation. The declaration should be signed by the responsible author)
- List of publication activities (articles on which the dissertation is based, and the impact factors, Q or D ratings of these publications, certified by the Klebelsberg Kunó Library of the SZTE)
